submitting them monthly to the CCAT




Basic Level Schooling

o 8-weeks full-time
o All day from Monday to Friday

e Passing grades are 60% or higher

» Safety, Materials, & Tools
» Plans, Specifications, & Codes |
» Estimating, Calculations, & Layout |
